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Studies and identification of commercial ferns and fern allies in Thailand
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Abstract

The exploration and studies of wild and commercial ferns and fern allies were carried
out in local plant markets to collect specimen for species identification. Their natural habitat in
community forests and conserved area were also observed all over Thailand from October 2003
to March 2005. The results show that 22 families, 58 species are identified as follows:
Psilotaceae (1 species), Lycopodiaceae (5 species), Equisetaceae (1species), Ophioglossaceae
(1 species), Marattiaceae (1species), Gleicheniaceae (1species), Schizaeaceae (2species),
Cyatheaceae (2species), Dicksoniaceae (1species), Dennstaedtiaceae (1 species), Davalliaceae
(3 species), Oleandraceae (2 species), Parkeriaceae (7 species), Vittariaceae (1 species),
Pteridaceae (5 species), Aspleniaceae (1 species), Blechnaceae (2 species), Athyriaceae (2
species), Lomariopsidaceae (1 species), Dryopteridaceae (1 species), Polypodiaceae (16

species) and Marseliaceae) (1 species).
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
